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Maundy Thursday
MAUNDY is an English form of the Latin word for commandment.  The overarching theme of Maundy Thursday is Jesus' new commandment, given on this the eve of his death, to "love one another even as I have loved you" (John 13:34).  Maundy Thursday is the night of the final meal that Jesus had with his disciples.  The night in which he washed his disciples’ feet, saying after he had done so: (John 13:12-17) 
"Do you understand what I have done for you? You call me 'Teacher' and 'Lord,' and rightly so, for that is what I am. Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another's feet.  I have set you an example that you should do as I have done for you.  I tell you the truth, no servant is greater than his master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him.  Now that you know these things, you will be blessed if you do them.
Maundy Thursday is the night in which Jesus not only washed his disciples’ feet, and later lifted up the bread and the wine and established a new sacrament in his name - it is also the night of Gethsemane - the night of anguish of the soul as he faced his betrayal and fast-approaching death.

Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come to depart from this world and go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. The devil had already put it into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to betray him. And during supper Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had come from God and was going to God, got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around himself. Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that was tied around him. The Rite of Foot Washing
Celebrant	Fellow servants of our Lord Jesus Christ,
on the night before his death,
Jesus set an example for his disciples
by washing their feet, an act of humble service.
He taught that strength and growth
in the life of the kingdom of God
come not by power, authority, or even miracle,
but by such lowly service.
	Therefore, I invite you who share in the royal priesthood of Christ, to come forward, that I may recall whose servant I am by following the example of my Master. But come remembering his admonition that what will be done for you
is also to be done by you to others, for 
“a servant is not greater than his master, nor is one who is sent greater than the one who sent him. If you know these things, blessed are you if you do them.”
	In commemoration of this night we each are invited to wash the feet of our friends and then to have our feet washed. Please come forward as you are ready and kneel before those seated to wash their feet and then move into the seats to be the recipient.
